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We - participants of Youth Earth Summit - recognize that by taking responsibility for sustainable development, which meets the needs of current and future life on this Earth, we carry the responsibility given to us to be role models in our society. Through recognition and youth empowerment, sustainable development can be realized.

But in order to sustain this effort the following motivational factors for youth involvement should be recognized by all:

1. Opportunities for self-realization

a.
Sense of purpose

Being asked personally to get involved, particularly by a role model or involving oneself on your own initiative because of your realization of the value of our environment.

b.
Spiritual aspect

The acceptance and promotion of Earth care philosophy and respect for all current and future life with the opportunity for young people to contribute to religious debates and to the development of ceremonies and right of passage to adulthood that reflects Earth care and a spirit of sustainability. 


c.
Cultural aspect

The appreciation of all forms of art and music that stimulate youth participation through self-expression and the respect for the earth that reflects in the lives of our indigenous people.


d.
Social aspect

The realization of sustainable living rooted in the following outlooks: human development meeting the basic needs in life, dependence on ecological balance, and equity of wealth in different countries most especially developing countries.

2. Education and raising awareness

Curriculum information on sustainable development to be taught and social responsibility through action is encouraged especially learning by doing projects.

3. Public information 

Finding information through the Internet, forms of media of projects and activities for youth involvement.

4. Resources

Grant funds and/or materials being made available to support forums and actions. 

5. Support from major groups on sustainable development

Constitutional support of countries to involve youth in decision-making.

Attention to these motivational factors can overcome obstacles to youth participation in sustainable development decision-making such as lack of: information, interest, resources, supports from society and lack of opportunity.

In realizing that everyone’s basic needs must be met to attain sustainable development, we urge all governments, businesses and not for profit organizations to apply the test of Redesign, Reduce, Regenerate, Reuse and Recycle to all projects and actions. We note particularly that redesigning is the most effective of these five Earth care actions.

As role models, youth also point out that all of their Earth care actions are educational, being not only focused on school-based learning but all aspects of participation in the improvement of the quality of life.
